The first records of skiing in central and
southern Europe were made by Janez
Vajkard Valvasor in his work Slava
vojvodine Kranjske (1689), in which he

describes in detail skiing on Bloke.

centres was Trzi¢, which is

also home to the largest number
of Slovenian Olympians who
participated in the Winter
Olympic Games. It is therefore

no coincidence that the Slovenian

Skiing Museum is located in Trzi¢.

The museum exhibition shows how
skiing developed from prehistoric
times to the present day, from the
times when skis helped people travel
over snow-covered territory to sports skiing.
